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Enjoying Cold brewed tea

Cold brew tea is brewed slowly over time to extract the flavors.
As time passes the flavors settle to the bottom of the glass bottle.
Before drinking the tea please stir up the tea leaves at the bottom
of the glass so they are spread evenly throughout the glass.

[How to stir up tea leaves]

When stirring up the tea leaves makes sure the stopper is set
and the glass bottle is on a flat surface. Hold the glass near
the bottom and move it in a circular motion. The water
inside will swirl and the sunken tea leaves will spread throughout the glass.
Do not shake the glass horizontally or vertically as this may cause the tea
to spill.

Serving the tea

Please wait for the tea leaves that have spread throughout the glass bottle to
start settling back to the bottom before serving the tea. Be careful when pouring
the tea or turning the glass bottle upside down when the tea leaves have not
settled . This may cause the tealeaves to stick to the removable bottle spout and
the filter mesh may block the water from pouring smoothly.
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How to set the filter inside the removable bottle spout
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Turn 90 degrees
Knob
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Turn the removable bottle spout so that the tab of the rim
is pointing to the right. Set the filter inside the spout so that

the knob is vertical. Twist the knob 90 degrees and confirm
that the filter is securely set .

How to mount the removable bottle spout
on to the glass

Make sure to use both hands when mounting
the removable bottle spout onto the glass
bottle. Push down the spout until it clicks
into place. Check to see that the spout has
been mounted on straight all around.
