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This product is quality controlled and assembled in Japan.
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Place tea leaves into the strainer.
The standard amount of tea-leaf is approximately
3g (1 heaping teaspoon) for one cup.
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Pour hot water into the glass bowl.
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Set the lid and lower the strainer.
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Pull the strainer up once tea has reached

desired strength. Bend the shaft

and secure onto the stopper.
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How to open and close the strainer

(1) Set the circular mark of the strainer to where the strainer
lid is inserted as shown in the diagram.

@ Turn the lid clockwise to secure it.

(3 Turn the strainer lid counterclockwise and take it out
vertically when removing and washing the strainer.
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Disassembling the product
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The parts can be disassembled as below.

A\ Use a soft sponge and mild dish detergent
for cleaning.

/A Do not use sponges with abrasive or metal scouring
pads as they may cause damage.
Do not use abrasive cleansers. They may damage or
scratch the surface of the glassware.

@The glass parts may be washedina dish washer.Please
follow the instructions of your dishwasher manual.

@ Diluted household bleach may be used for cleaning tough
stains on glass. Please follow the instructions carefully when
using household bleach. Please wash the glass thoroughly
after bleaching.

@Please do not use silver polish or other cleansers to care for
the metal parts. This may damage the surface and cause
discoloration.

@Please take extra care when cleaning the inner side of
the glass. Washing the inner side forcefully with a twisting
motion as if wringing a towel can cause breakage and
unexpected injury.

@Please clean after use and wipe with a dry soft cloth.

@Please do not use silver polish or other cleansers to
care for the metal parts. This may damage the surface
and causediscoloration.

@ \Wipe the wooden parts clean with a soft sponge
after use. Do not leave the wooden parts soaking in
hot or cold water. Do not use abrasive cleaners,
scrubbing brushes, or other hard objects which may
scratch the surface. Wipe the wooden parts with
a soft cloth to remove any excess water.

@Wooden parts are not dishwasher safe.

@Do not keep in hot and humid location, and avoid
to expose to direct sun light.
